Aeris remediations deliver high energy savings in commercial 

buildings

3M HVAC Filtrete TM filters 

In January 2008 Aeris announced that the global 
energy saving supply agreement signed and 
announced to the market in June 2007 for the full-
service application of its unique AerisGuard technology 
is with Merck & Co., Inc (“Merck”), one the top 10 
largest pharmaceutical corporations in the world. 

The first two Merck facilities to implement 
the AerisGuard solution have been in Puerto 
Rico and the first phase of the work was 

successfully completed in early January. 

This global agreement is certainly a critical 
milestone for Aeris and truly positions the Company 
as an emerging global cleantech corporation 
with proven energy saving technology. 

Aeris is now in discussions with a number of other 
global corporations regarding similar energy saving 
agreements, each of which is expected to provide 
multi-million dollar revenue opportunities to Aeris.
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In November 2007 Shareholders at the Aeris AGM 
approved to change the Company’s name from Aeris 
Technologies Ltd to Aeris Environmental Ltd, to 
more strongly reflect the Company’s development 
strategy and the global markets it is targeting.

The adoption of the new name is at the core of 
the development and positioning of the Aeris 
business both to customers and investors.  It is 
also a direct outcome of the increasing relevance 
of environmental issues faced by corporations 
and our ability to address these issues.

As large global corporations embrace the global 

economic and social environmental concerns 
centred on energy usage, carbon emissions, 
water scarcity and climate change, they are 
increasingly seeking “cleantech” products 
and services which can assist them.  

Over the past two years, Aeris has graduated into a 
diversified environmental services and technology 
organisation and has successfully delivered to 
its clients improved system efficiency, reduced 
energy consumption and healthier indoor air. 

Aeris is now well positioned to take advantage 
of the increasing demand by global corporations 
for technology to allow them to meet their 
environmental and financial goals.

In December 2007, Aeris Environmental successfully 
raised $3.7 million to continue the expansion 
of the Company’s international proprietary 
food cold storage, air-conditioning energy 
reduction and water treatment businesses. 

The majority of the funds were placed with new 

investors who were impressed with the Company’s 
growth and achievements over the past two years. 
On 21 December 2007 Aeris Environmental issued 
9,240,000 ordinary shares at a price of 40 cents, 
with one attaching three year option (at an exercise 
price of $0.30) issued for every three shares 
subscribed for (a total of 3,080,000 options).

Since acquiring Aeris Atlantic in the USA six months 
ago, the company has added a number of key new 
personnel to expand its business development 
and technical capabilities and support its growing 
number of customers.  Concentrating in the Mid-
Atlantic region Aeris Atlantic’s territory includes 
more than 60 million people and major industrial 
operations for pharmaceutical, hospitality, food 
service, telecommunications and hospital clients.  In 
recent months, Aeris Atlantic’s clients have included 
Princeton University, Schering Plough, Marriott 
and Harrah’s Casino (see case study overleaf). 

Aeris Atlantic’s goal is to provide its clients 
comprehensive HVAC services for building 
environment solutions. To support this objective 
and to strengthen its product and service offering 
the company was very pleased to advise that it 
had entered into a partnership and distribution 
agreement in December 2007 with 3M Corporation 
for application of their HVAC Filtrete™ filters (a 
highly efficient, long life, energy saving filter product 
line).  Aeris Atlantic are now working on several 
high-value key account proposals which combine the 
AerisGuard Restoration Process and 3M Filtrete filters. 
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Following problems with insufficient air 
flow and customer complaints, a Harrah’s 
Casino located on the east coast of 
the USA undertook an AerisGuard trial 
in early 2007. Harrah’s Entertainment 
is the world’s largest provider of 
branded casino entertainment.

Two units were tested at the trial, one 
using Harrah’s existing procedure of 
power washing and one treated with 
the AerisGuard product range.

Airflow Change 
Using the conventional power wash 
cleaning, airflow immediately improved 
by 14%, but started declining after two 
months and at six months had reduced 
to just a 3% improvement.  The results 
for the AerisGuard unit were much more 
impressive with an initial 25% increase in 
airflow which was sustained at six months. 

Pressure Drop 
The change in pressure across an  
air-conditioning heat exchange coil is a 
strong  indicator of the units efficiency.  
Using conventional power wash cleaning 
the pressure drop at the six month 
timeframe showed a 3.6% improvement 
versus pre-cleaning. Again, the AerisGuard 
treatment was significantly more 
impressive with a 13 % improvement.

Conclusion 
Based on the greater efficiency and 
reduced energy costs of the trial, 
the management at the Harrah’s 
Casino has authorised additional 
AerisGuard treatments and the entire 
air-conditioning system is under 
evaluation for complete restoration.
